Introduction

Bath Cats and Dogs Home (BCDH) is one of the largest re-homing centres in the UK caring for local animals who have been abandoned, abused or are simply “not wanted anymore” by their owners.  Volunteers are crucial to our work and we are therefore grateful to you for expressing an interest in becoming part of it.  

What is BCDH and what does it do?

As one of the largest rehoming centres in the UK we home approximately 3000 animals each year.  We have a non-destruction policy and look after all the animals in our care until new loving homes can be found for each and every one, no matter how long this may take.   We home mostly cats and dogs but also other small animals such as rabbits and guinea pigs as well as chickens and other birds.  We are one of the few rescue centres to have a feral cat colony.

Staff and volunteers are involved in all aspects of the Home from animal care to event organisation and fundraising.  We have our own on site shop as well as a fundraising shop in Frome.  BCDH is a registered charity whose activities are overseen by a Board of Trustees elected annually at our June AGM.  The Board are all volunteers.  

How does BCDH work with the RSPCA?

We are part of the RSPCA Bath and District Branch.  However although we are affiliated to the national RSPCA we do not receive financial support from them for help.  The RSPCA does however provide support and advice to us in all aspects of our work.
