  Principal Responsibilities

· Achieve income targets through effective stock generation and management strategies.

· Follow agreed stock curation and pricing guidelines to maintain consistency in stock quality and pricing throughout the shop and to generate stock for online sales. 

· Rotate stock effectively to maximise selling space, maintain optimum shop floor layout and keep the stockroom tidy and well-organised. 

· Maximise shop sales by maintaining high levels of visual merchandising, housekeeping and customer service. 

· Work with the Retail Operations Manager to agree and meet KPIs.

· Manage complaints in a timely manner and in line with BCDH policies 

· Recruit, manage, motivate and train volunteers to be positive brand ambassadors for Bath Cats & Dogs Home and cultivate an environment in which volunteers feel their time is valued and used effectively.  

· Manage staff & volunteer rotas effectively, ensuring the shop is staffed and operating efficiently on a day-to-day basis, opening hours are maintained (including weekends) and business needs are met.

· Ensure cash handling & personal safety procedures are followed, including banking, petty cash spending, staff & volunteer purchases, counterfeit note screening and cash lifts 

· Ensure that any personal or financial data is held securely and that processes are GDPR compliant, including Gift Aid data.

· Be an ambassador for the charity and develop good relationships with local stakeholders and networks. 

· Line manage the Assistant Shop Manager(s), including setting and reviewing objectives, conducting regular performance reviews, providing training, coaching and support and addressing any performance-related issues as they arise. 

· Monitor and be responsible for merchandise (including stock take of new goods) from the time it arrives on the premises until it is either sold or otherwise disposed of, helping to prevent any loss. 

· Ensure that all shop administration – including Health & Safety logs, stock takes, banking and sales reports - is completed accurately, on time and in line with procedures.

· Maintain a clean, tidy and safe environment for customers, staff and volunteers including reporting Health & Safety concerns immediately and promoting safe working practices. 

· Any other duties reasonably required by the Retail Operations Manager and/or the Head of Fundraising & Trading.
